 IMPORTANT!!  

 

To Students who came from High TB-burden Countries 
Students who came from one of the high TB-burden countries will need to have a physical exam 

for tuberculosis (Chest X-ray) in the city of Gamagori.  (Students who lived in those countries 

for more than a half year in the past 3 years) 

This exam is free of charge and is mandatory.  If you will not take it, we cannot allow you 

to go to school.
